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Assignment A

List 1 – Technology:

1. Internet

· Uses: research projects, access to authentic materials quickly, view images of the country
· Incorporation: The internet can be included in the foreign language classroom when the students are doing a research topic. They can choose a topic to research about the culture. Prepare KWL activity to guide their research. The “L” column can be completed with the information they find in their internet research. 

2. Video Camera

· Uses: video tape students in class, self assessment, students can bring a tape they have previously recorded

· Incorporation: The video camera can be included in the foreign language classroom by giving the students a recipe in the target language. They will get into groups and review the recipe and plan a time to film a cooking show. Each group’s tape will be shown to the class. 

3. Tape Recorder

· Uses: record students voices, play tapes of authentic voices, track student progress

· Incorporation: Tape recorders can be included in the classroom during the first few weeks of the semester and during the last few weeks of the semester. The students can record their voice when they start learning the target language and then record themselves at the end of the semester to see how much they have progressed. 

4. Overhead Projector

· Uses: show worksheets to students, taking notes, show maps/images
· Incorporation: The overhead can be incorporated into the classroom when the teacher wants to keep eye contact with the students. The teacher can show a series of pictures on the overhead and ask the students to rearrange the pictures to make a story and write out the story. 

5. DVD Player/VCR

· Uses: watching films, change the language of films, show authentic movies, add subtitles to films

· Incorporation: DVDs can be incorporated into the classroom after the students in an upper level class have read a story or book. At the end of their reading, the film version can be shown with subtitles and the students can point out the differences between the written and film versions. 

6. Computer

· Uses: PowerPoint Presentations, word processing, access the internet, create WebPages

· Incorporation: Computers can be incorporated in many different ways. One way that they can be used is to have the students do some research on a person or place on the internet. With their findings, they can create a PowerPoint presentation about their topic and present it to the class in the target language.  
7. Telephone

· Uses: leave messages, make phone calls

· Incorporation: The students can use the telephone in their foreign language experience by calling the teacher and leaving him/her a voicemail message about a given topic. The message does not have to be too long (2 min) and the teacher will evaluate their oral abilities based on this. 

8. Email

· Uses: send messages to people in other parts of the world, communicate with the professor

· Incorporation: Email can be used in second or third year classes through epals. The students can get an email partner that lives in the target culture and they can send weekly emails to each other. 
9. CD Player/ CDs

      - Uses: listen to authentic music

      - Incorporation: CDs can be used in the classroom as a grammar activity. The teacher can select a song in the target language that demonstrates a particular grammar point. The students can have the lyrics and have to fill in the blank spaces based on what they hear.

10. White Board
- Uses: write material for everyone to see, students can write on the board,       drawing, and post information

- Incorporation: Each student can be given a marker board that is 12”x 12” and one dry erase pen. The teacher can call out a word and the students have to write it on the board and raise it in the air when they are finished. This would be best used for beginning classes.

	Students can meet with the teacher and have an interview, this would be used at the end of the first year 
	Can use conversational skills, no set format, interactive, assess oral communication abilities
	Takes a lot of time and planning to schedule

	Travel Brochure
	Students research and create a travel brochure for a place in the target culture
	Allows students to research, examine culture, create a useful item
	Students need a lot of time, access to research materials

	Map Test
	The students identify the different geographical items on a map of the target country
	Allows students to become familiar with the geography of the target country, perfect spelling skills
	Not creative, memorization is the main component

	Describe a Picture
	The students are given a picture and they must describe what they see to the class
	Oral skills are assessed, students can be creative, there are no right and wrong responses
