TV& Bordeaux News Cast: September 27, 2004, Afternoon News Report

Objectives:

· The students will be able to listen to an authentic French news cast and understand the main ideas of the clip.

· The students will be able to compare different political view points that the news cast presents. 

Content Standards:

Standard 1.2: Students understand and interpret written and spoken language on a variety of topics

Standard 2.1: Students demonstrate an understanding of the relationship between the practices and perspectives of the culture studied
Materials: 

- Authentic News Cast to be viewed on a projection screen

Activities and Procedures:

I. Interpretive:
   A. Preparation Phase: The students will listen to the news cast once through just trying to see what they can catch. They will not be asked to write down anything, they will simply listen to it. 

   B. After they listen to the news cast they will be asked what they think the topic of the segment is. Is it about politics, schools or violence? The correct answer is politics. 

   C. Comprehension Phase: The students will listen to the tape again. They will be asked to decide why politics are important at this point in time and what is the main event that is going on in politics in France. Next the students will identify the details of the news cast. They will be given a list of the people interviewed and they will have to decide what each person’s stance on the political issue is. 

II. Interpretive Phase: 
     A. The students will be asked to make a chart of the different people in the news cast and what they think about the politics. They can find similarities among the people interviewed. They can compare their charts.
     B. The students will decide what they think about the news cast and the political issues. They can take a stance on it themselves and discuss it with a partner in the target language. 
III. Presentational:

     A. Application Phase: The students will do a project now that makes sure they understand the different issues presented in the news cast about politics in France. The students will research the idea of socialism because France is a socialist country. The class will go to the library and the students can use the internet to look at authentic French websites. They will compare socialism with the concept of democracy that we have in America. This will give them a chance to compare and contrast the culture of the target language with their own.
