Internet Based Lesson Plan:

Subject: Discovering France, Designing a Travel Brochure

Level: High School French II or III class

Objectives:

· The students will be able to navigate though authentic materials (websites) in order to complete research on a specific topic for a specific city in France. 

· The students will be able to work together in order to complete a complete travel brochure for the city in France that they have chosen. 
· The students will be able to direct their own research ideas and topics with the help of prompts such as, who, what where, when and why.

Content Standards:

· Standard 3.1: Students reinforce and further their knowledge of other disciplines through the foreign language: The students will use their knowledge of the internet and computer in order to complete research and create a finished product. 
· Standard 1.3: Students present information, concepts, and ideas to an audience of listeners or readers on a variety of topics: The students will present the information they find on the internet to their group and then the whole group will present their information to the entire class.
Materials:
· Maps of France

· Paper for the KWL activity

· Internet Access

Activities/Procedures: 

· The students will arrive in class and there will be a map of France on their desk. They will be asked to look at the map and circle some cities that they would be interested in learning more about. Meanwhile, the teacher will take attendance. (3 min)
· Next, the students will get into groups based on which cities they are interested in. There will be 4 groups of 5-6 students per group. They will all be researching the same city however, they will each research different aspects of it. (3 min)
· Once the groups are formed, the students will do a KWL activity as a group. Each group will fold a piece of paper into thirds. The first column is going to be filled with things that they already know about their city. Next, they will complete the second column, which will be filled with things that they would like to know about their city. This will direct their research. The last column is going to be filled with things they learned about their city, this will help them complete their travel brochure. (6 min)
· When the first two columns of the KWL activity are complete, they will be given the assignment. The students will be making a travel brochure. Each student will research a different aspect of the city. Some of the topics could be: hotels, museums, monuments, parks, daily life, restaurants, famous people, theater shows, shopping, etc.(2 min)
· The students will then go to the library or computer lab and research their topic for their specific city. They will need to take notes and print off some pictures. They will be asked to find out prices, addresses and any interesting facts. There are no limitations as long as they are looking as websites in French. They cannot look at websites in English. (25 min)
· The students will get together and compare their research and fill in their “L” column of the KWL activity. (8 min)
· Once this is complete, they will begin to design their brochure. The brochure will be composed using a brochure template in Publisher. They will be able to use and develop some computer design skills. Each student is responsible for designing one part of the brochure. If there is not enough time to do this in class, they will have time to do this the following day. (remaining time/ homework/ following class period)
· When the brochures are finished they will turn them in and the teacher will make copies of each brochure for the entire class. The students will present their city. The presentations will be like a mini tour of France. (next day)

Assessment: The students will be given a rubric of the criteria for the assignment prior to completing the assignment. They will have the criteria clearly outlined. The students will be graded based on the rubric. It will consist of creativity, research quality and accuracy, being on task in the computer lab, interest, and organization.
