Napoleon Lecture:
· Coup d’etat November 9-10, 1799

· Napoleon seized power

· His new regime was called the Consulate

· Napoleon has dictatorial powers

· 1802 he is consol for life

· 1804 emperor

· Under his rule he: administration was reorganized, the courts were simplified, and all schools were under control

· He created laws for equality and freedom of religion

· Napoleon was planning on invading England in 1803, but since Austria and Russia joined the British – Napoleon turned his armies against them. Victory at Battle of Austerlitz. 

· 1806 seized Naples and made his brother King. 

· Also converted Dutch Republic into the Kingdom of Holland for his other brother. 

· Protected German states as well

· He also became allies with Russia

· Also made one of his brothers the King of Spain

· Peninsular war: lead to end of Napoleon. There were 300,000 France dead.

· 1812: Napoleon launched an invasion of Russia, but had to retreat. 

· Europe united against him

· April 1814: Napoleon was exiled to an island called Elba

· Escaped from Elba in 1815 and went to Paris and won

· Then went on to promise more democracy and more people supported him

· Battle of Waterloo is his defeat: June 18, 1815

· Campaign in Belgium, to ask peace. But he was outlawed. Napoleon not happy so he retaliated. 

· Exiled to St. Helena, in S. Atlantic Ocean, remained there unitl death. May 5, 1821.
