Topic: France and Napoleon

Objectives:

1. The students will be able to locate France on a map. 

2. The students will create a graphic organizer (foldable) to organize facts about the different stages of Napoleon’s life. 

3. The students will remember facts about Napoleon’s childhood. 

4. The students will watch part of a film, and be able to interpret important information about Napoleon as an emperor. 

5. The students will complete a word search using the new information they have learned. 
6. The students will listen to a song in Creole.

7. The students will be able to find Louisiana on a map of the USA.
8. The students will be able to talk about France’s influence in the USA. 

Materials:

Map of World



Word Search
Pictures of Napoleon


Creole Song 
Paper for “foldables”

Procedure:

1. Put up a map and ask a student to find France in relation to Indiana. 

2. Introduce the lesson by telling the students that they are going to be learning about Napoleon and France’s influence for the next few days. 

3. Have the students create a “hamburger foldable” with three flaps to use throughout the lesson. 

4. Read a short narrative about Napoleon’s childhood. Ask students to pick out a few important facts to put on their foldable. 
5. Introduce the film and show a portion that will outline the beginnings of Napoleon as an emperor. I will stop the movie in several parts in order to help the students pull out the important information. They will put this information on the second flap of their foldable. 

6. Next, we will look at the later years and fall of him as an emperor. We will see his shortcomings and defeat. 

7. They will fill in the last flap of the foldable. 

8. Using the information on their foldable they will find the words in a word-search as a review tool.  

9. Next, I will explain that the French settled in Louisiana and that there is still a French cultural influence in Louisiana today. 

10. The students will listen to a song in Creole and English. 

11. To sum up the information learned in the past 2 days, the students will create a newspaper page using any of the information that was learned in the past few days. They will do this in pairs.
