The goal of this course is to open the students’ minds to the variety of languages and cultures that they encounter in the world today. The course will focus on French and Spanish, however other cultures and languages will also be explored. A variety of approaches and activities will be used to help students learn to read, write and speak in the language. 

I. Course Description and Objectives:

This course will cover:

· Multiculturalism

· Greetings and Expressions of Courtesy

· Commands

· Basic Vocabulary and Phrases

· Language History

· Art and Literature
*Due to time restraints we may not be able to cover all topics in both languages.

II. Textbook:

Bien Dit  and  Expresate
Each student will be assigned a text book at the beginning of the semester. Each student will need to bring their textbook to class each day. At the end of the semester the textbooks will be collected. 

Bien Dit / Expresate Student Workbook
Students will occasionally be asked to complete workbook pages. Each student will be assigned a workbook and will need to bring it to class on a daily basis. 

III. Supplies Needed for Foreign Language Class:

Please have all of these supplies in class each day:

· Textbook and Workbook

· Colored pencils, markers or crayons

· Pen or Pencil

· Loose Leaf Lined Paper

· 1 Folder (any color)

IV. Assessment/Evaluation:

Homework: Students will be asked to complete work outside of the classroom. It is to be finished and turned in on the day that it is due at the beginning of the class period. Anything turned in after that will be considered late. All work must be turned in to the homework bin. 

Late Work: I will accept late work, however zeros are not permitted. I have a ZAP policy (to be explained in ZAP packet) and students missing assignments will be assigned a ZAP session in which they will complete the missing work. Late work will be given 75% credit. 

Language Portfolio: In a two pocket folder you will keep notes and handouts in the left-hand side and graded work in the right-hand side. Do not throw away any paper that I give you, this folder will become your language portfolio and be graded periodically.  
Twizzler: Twizzlers are your chance to show me your skills. At the end of each lesson or unit, you will have a twizzler. These are similar to quizzes, however I do not want there to be any anxiety associated with these activities. Twizzlers are meant to be a moment for the student to shine; therefore for showing improvement students will get twizzlers candy after successfully completing a twizzler activity. 
Participation: Participation is a very important component of this class. Your participation grade is comprised of the bell ringer activities and in class participation. You will have a bell ringer activity each day that you will on your weekly bell ringer sheet. These will be turned in and graded every Friday. 

Grading Scale: 

90%-100% - A, 80%-89% – B, 70%-79% – C, 60%-69% – D, Below 59% F

V. Absences:

If you are absent there are multiple ways for you to obtain your assignments. You can call the homework hotline or check STI, I will post homework assignments on these by 4pm each day. You are responsible for making up the work that you missed during an absence. You will have the number of days that you are absent plus one to make up the work. For example if you missed two class periods you will have 3 days to make up the work and turn it in to me. If you need to make special arrangements under an extreme case, please see me before or after class. If you miss a quiz, you will need to see me before or after class to schedule a time to make up the quiz.

Classroom Guidelines 

1. Bring all of your materials to class daily. 

2. Respect yourself and others. 
3. Have a positive attitude and be willing to learn. 

  

Classroom Procedures
 

1. Entering the Classroom: As you enter the room, please be seated. You may start working on your Bell Ringer. When the bell rings everyone should be quiet and ready listen to instruction. 
  

2. Tardy: Any student who is not in the classroom when the bell rings will be considered tardy. The school tardy policy will be followed and strictly enforced. It is important to always be on time so that you do not miss important instructions or information. However, in the event that you are late, quietly enter the room, go directly to your seat and begin working. 
  

3. Mailboxes: You will be assigned a mailbox number. Each day, at the beginning of class, you need to check your mailbox. I will place graded work and important information in your box. 
  

4. Absences: If you are absent and miss class you are responsible for making up the work that you missed.  You need to see me on the day that you return to class and I will give you the assignments. 
  




  

5. Zeros Aren't Permitted: ZAP is a policy that I have in my classroom. ZAP is a philosophy concerning student work. I believe that all of the assignments given are worthwhile and necessary to the student’s academic success. I expect each student to complete and turn in every assignment given to them. 

The goals of the ZAP program are:
· To improve academic performance of students. 
· To increase the student’s sense of responsibility for academic success. 
· To instill better study habits and improve quality of work. 

Students are not permitted to have missing assignments. Students who do not turn in assignments will be ZAPPED and be required to attend a ZAP session, during which the student will complete the assignment. 

ZAP sessions are typically assigned, however students can assign themselves a ZAP session if they feel they need more time to work on an assignment. Students are encouraged to monitor their own progress and take responsibility for their learning. 

ZAP sessions are held from 3:05-3:55 in my classroom on Monday, Wednesday and Friday. The students will be dismissed in enough time to catch the 4:00 bus. 
  

6. End of Class: When we are working, during the last five minutes of class, I will ring the bell three times to signal that it is time to clean up. Please remain in your seat. When the bell rings, I will dismiss the class.
  

7. Listening To/Responding To Questions: Everyone has the right to be respected when they are speaking. If you would like to ask a question or make a comment, please raise your hand and wait to be called on. Please do not speak while someone else is speaking. 
  

8. Attention: When I need your attention during class I will ring the bell 2 times. That sound should signal you to be quiet, stop what you are doing and be ready to listen to instructions. 
  

9. When You Need Help: If you or your parents need to speak with me outside of the classroom, please schedule an appointment with me. If you are having difficulty with an assignment, I am available before and after school. Please arrange a time with me and I am happy to help you. 
  

10. Moving Around the Room: If you need to move around the room, please raise your hand and wait to be called upon. Please do not interrupt in the middle of an explanation unless it is an emergency. 
  

11. Passes: You will be given two hall passes for the entire nine weeks, the pass may be used to go to your locker, restroom or get a drink of water. You will not be allowed to use a pass during an explanation or other restricted times. Please make every effort to use the restroom before or after class and bring all of your materials to class so that you do not have to use class time.
  

12. Classroom Language: Please use appropriate language in the classroom. Do not use negative words and speak positively about other classmates and what we are studying. 
  

Classroom Behavior: 

It is important that you respect and follow the classroom rules and procedures on a daily basis. There will be appropriate rewards for following the guidelines explained above, as well as appropriate consequences for not following the classroom rules and procedures. 
 

My behavior expectations for you are high. If I feel that your behavior is inappropriate for class or you are not following the classroom rules and procedures the following consequences will be utilized:
1. Verbal Warning. I will ask you only once to correct your behavior. That is your verbal warning. 
2. The student is sent to refocus in the designated area, to complete a refocus sheet.  
3. Student - Teacher conference in the hallway. 
4. Office referral. 
 *Severe disregard for school or classroom guidelines (i.e. fighting), will result in an automatic referral to the office.
